Housing
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Students receive academic credit from Ohio Wesleyan University (OWU)
Alma College Department Chairs determine credit awarded, and typically follow
the credit conversion guideline below:

Faculty Seminar: one night per week or weekend for six weeks

Fall/winter semester: Fulfills “S” course requirement. If program runs into May,

student may fulfill “S” course spring term requirement; this must be verified with the
Registrar upon publication of program dates. (Currently the winter semester does not
ends before May)
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Alma College allows pass/fail for a course provided it meets guidelines
published in the Academic Catalog. Refer to the Pass/Fail Option form
(provided with Step 4) for complete instructions. Pass/fail must be requested
within nine weeks after the class begins.

Incomplete grades must be replaced by letter grades within six weeks from
being recorded on the Alma transcript, or they convert to “E”. Contact the
Registrar for assistance when you have received an Incomplete grade.

Small two-four student shared apartments in townhouse in Chelsea, a residential
neighborhood north of Greenwich Village in Manhattan. Bunk beds, dorm size
refrigerator, and air conditioning provided in addition to several amenities. Floors
typically have two bathrooms.

Shared kitchen with all cooking items available including pans, microwave, oven,
silverware, dishes.

Weekly stipend to defray housing, meals, transportation costs.



FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. Will my semester apartment be close to public transportation?
Most housing offered by the New York Arts Program is conveniently located near metro,
train and bus stations, and one block from Penn Station.

2. Am I required to go to New York City for an interview before I am accepted?

Applicants are encouraged (but not required) to visit the New York Arts Program

(NYAP) office for an interview prior to acceptance. Application should be received by
the NYAP office at least two weeks before desired interview date. After  applications have
been received in New York, students will be sent information concerning interviewing,
travel, and housing. Plan on three consecutive weekdays of interviewing with a NYAP
faculty advisor and with prospective sponsors. Program housing may be available for a
fee depending on dates.
